to Become Part of DCCV

Wendy Swanhorst, president of the Justice Information Center (JIC) Board of Directors, and Ann Sussman, president of The Denver Center for Crime Victims (DCCV) Board of Directors, announce a positive collaboration of services as of November 1, 2004. JIC will close on October 31, 2004, and the JIC immigration, interpretation, translation and victim services programs will be incorporated into the comprehensive crime victim programs of DCCV.

Swanhorst is very pleased that the community will continue to receive at DCCV the same high-quality services that were available at JIC. “Non-English-speaking immigrant women in domestic violence relationships will continue to receive immigration services along with enhanced support for their victimization issues,” said Swanhorst.

Sussman notes that “DCCV has, for over 16 years, provided comprehensive and coordinated services to victims of crime and crime prevention education in Denver. DCCV has always offered a 24-hour hotline in Spanish through our Spanish Response program in addition to the use of translators for diverse populations, and strives to ensure all programs are culturally and linguistically appropriate. We welcome the opportunity to expand our programs with the new Translation and Interpretation Center to serve a population of crime victims that deals with many extra pressures, including language, isolation, legal pressures and cultural differences.”

This enhanced focus fits well with the DCCV vision to fill the gaps in services and create services where a need exists, ensuring that all crime victims, whoever they are and whatever their language and country of origin, receive the support they need to heal from trauma. 
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
