Ms. Phelps has lived and worked in Denver for more than 15 years.  She is deeply committed to acting as an advocate for social change and has served as a board member for organizations like the Rape Assistance and Awareness Program, the National Coalition Against Sexual Assault, and the Colorado Victim Assistance Law Enforcement.  She has presented at national conferences in Atlanta and Washington D.C. and published works on sexually transmitted diseases in sexual assault victims and child assault prevention.  Ms. Phelps was awarded the “Award for Making a Difference” from the Methodist Ministers Fellowship and Associate Church in 1995 and the “Victim Services Award of Excellence” from the Colorado Coalition Against Sexual Assault in 1999.  She has been the Executive Director The Denver Center for Crime Victims for five years, following her tenure as Program Director of the agency.
